The purpose of this document is to identify, analyse, manage, mitigate and minimise the risks of perpetuating the COVID-19 pandemic as much as reasonably possible. In summary:

1. Teacher, Students and Parents or Guardians to keep a 1-m distance when entering the premises

2. There will be no use of Dance props at this stage of the Pandemic

3. For Staff and Student safety, neither side will be permitted anywhere near anyone else should they display or be aware of any known viral symptoms, and shall be instantly excluded from face-to face classes

4. All teachers, students and parents will be encouraged, educated and briefed on how best to identify any potential risk and avoid transmission of the virus.

5. Prior to resuming students’ training during the COVID-19 pandemic, all students and/or parents will be able to read content of the risk assessment and will sign a declaration of consent that confirms their understanding of the risks.

6. This is a working document, developing and evolving in line with official Government Guidelines. Any substantial updates made to this document will be reissued to any/all students and/or parents.

	Gathering when entering or exiting the Dance Classes
Risks of congregating before and after entering the dance classes mean that there is an increase in likelihood of contracting or transmitting the virus first or second hand at this point of congregation.

	Prior to any session, the Principal will ensure that all students are briefed on how to observe correct social-distancing etiquette: 

1. When queuing to enter the space, everyone must be at least one -metre apart from one another. 

2. One person must hold the door open, if the main entrance is closed, no more. A second person will be responsible for communicating (and actioning) with the student/parent with health and such matters. 

3. Hand sanitizer will be used upon entering into the building and the studio space

When exiting the space, the teachers must call each line of students – one at a time – to gather their belongings and leave. They must not allow everyone to leave all at once. 

When entering the space, each student must have washed their hands within the last ten minutes of entering. This will be monitored by the Teacher or a nominated assistant.

When exiting the space, each student must use hand sanitizer or wash their hands. Access to the toilets will be limited to one at a time. 

Masks may be worn but not compulsory. Teacher will ensure to avoid shouting during classes and wear a mask/shield where applicable.

Dancers are always encouraged to be quite during dance classes unless they have a question.

	Only one person at a time may attend the toilets. 

Parents will be advised to ensure that the children have been to the toilet prior to class start ideally in their own home.

	Group practice 
Risks of increased potential transmission and contraction as a result of groups of people congregating. 

Risks of this becoming an exponential increase in risk, what with larger groups of people being harder to manage.

	All Dancers/Parents/staff must adhere to the strictures imposed by the site managers. Maximum permitted numbers must be observed. 

Dance Class numbers are limited to 15 per class.

Half of what the venue guideline so there will be a 1.5m-2m distance between Dancers/Teachers.

Studios will be well aired before and after each class.

Floor will be cleaned with antibacterial cleaning products before and after each class.

Ballet Barres will be disinfected before and after each class.

Corrections will be given verbally rather than physically.

	Sharing of equipment and/or clothing (including water bottles and dance props) 

	High
	Staff, Students, Parents 
	There will be NO sharing of any other dance equipment with the exception of the Ballet Barre. The Ballet barre will be used with social Distancing allocated & cleaned immediately after class.

	Children or Parents who do not understand and therefore may not properly observe correct social distancing

	Staff, Students, Parents and venue Staff
	Teachers must make special efforts to make all of the measures outlined in this document intelligible to the children and the parents . This means: 

1. Not overloading with information, 

2. Not intimidating with a sense of threat, 

3. Encouraging with positive reinforcement, 

4. Distracting with counter-exercises that also adhere to the measures in question, 

5. Allocating additional teacher to help with the supervision

Teachers must make sure to brief the entire class one what is and isn’t acceptable – they must do this not simply verbally but by use of demonstrators bolstered with a question and answer culture so that children feel comfortable to fully understand what is being demanded of them.

	Administering first aid 
In case of accident or injury, first aid must be administered.

	Where threat to life is present, all social distancing measures must be dropped. 

Where there is a minimal or low-risk injury that perhaps demands more pastoral care than physical remedying, social distancing measures must still be observed. 

1. After the first aid is administered, both parties must wash 

their hands and any other part of their body that may have come into contact with one another, 

2. A face mask and gloves must be worn during the administering of first aid, with the exception of CPR, 

3. All first aid detritus – such as but not limited to bandages, packaging, tissues, etc – must be disposed of immediately and the surface that they collected must be cleaned with antibacterial spray or wipes, as well as making sure that the person/s who disposed of the detritus washing their 

hands thoroughly.

	Poor communication 
Leading to an unawareness in the student body about what symptoms to be familiar with that could catalyse first hand, second hand and exponential transmissions.

	The Teacher must adhere to the Government Guidelines (​https://www.gov.uk/coronavirus​) on managing and mitigating the risks of the COVID-19 pandemic. 

They must also regularly communicate these guidelines to the student and parent body, as well as their assistants and teachers. 

They must also regularly check for changes to these guidelines, ensuring that they either: 

1. Check the website weekly or, 

2. Subscribe to the Government’s automatic update 

notification service available here:

All Teachers, parents and students must inform the instructor or chief instructor if they suspect that they or their child is carrying the virus and they will not be permitted into or anywhere near the class – they will be instructed to self isolate as per Government Guidelines. 

Similarly, should anyone know of having come into contact with any displaying or suspecting symptoms of their own then they must inform the instructor and will not be permitted anywhere near the session – they will be instructed to self isolate as per Government Guidelines. 

Furthermore, the instructor must also follow the guidance of the hosting venue and their internal policy reinforced by official Government Guidelines.

	Poor hygiene equipment 
Leading to an increase in risk of first hand, second hand and exponential transmission – without proper means to expel any potentially present virus.

	The instructor must ensure that antibacterial wipes and hand sanitiser is available to disinfect the door handles and any other communal surface. 

They must also nominate an adult assistant instructor to monitor any potential cross-contamination. 

Furthermore, all parents and students must be briefed to bring their own so that the class has more than enough to manage during the session at hand.
